The American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 was enacted on March 11, 2021, and authorized
States to collect a temporary increase in federal medical assistance percentage (FMAP,
or federal matching funds) for Medicaid-funded home and community-based services.
States are required to use these additional federal funds to invest in enhancing,
expanding, or strengthening their network of Medicaid-funded home and community-
based services.

The Maryland Department of Health (MDH) is seeking suggestions from our
stakeholder network on how these federal funds may be used in Maryland. We will
collect suggestions through November 15th.
